DESCRIPTION:

An unusual and separately published circular map, centred on London, showing the paths of total (1715, 1724)
and partial (1737, 1748, 1764) solar eclipses that were visible from Europe. The extent of the map includes
Ireland, England, Scotland, and parts of continental Europe including Germany and France. Each eclipse is
labelled with its date and depicted as a shadowed path. The shadowed path design is visually impactful and a
clear way to communicate how the moon passes in front of the sun.
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
